Qualifications to be considered for a board position include, but are 

not limited to the following: Must be a member in good standing; no delinquent loan or 

loss history; be at least 18 years of age; and have a petition signed by at least one (1%) 

percent of the membership eligible to vote. Each petition must be accompanied by a 

certificate from the nominee stating his or her agreement to voluntarily serve if elected; 

and a statement of qualification and biographical data. Nominations by petition must be 

filed with the Board Secretary no later than February 15, 2019.  These petitions can be 

returned to CCCU Board Secretary at either of our branch locations.
